● No experience necessary, we train all lift operators 
● Skiing or Snowboarding experience preferred but not required   
● Employee will be responsible for providing their own basic winter clothing (black snow pants, 

gloves, warm base layers, hat/beanie, etc.) 
● A uniform jacket will be provided 
● If a lift operator employee does not have their own ski/board equipment, White Pine will
